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Darryl Marshall, who was a former Penistone Community Constable and an active member of Round Table, spent his life serving the community and had a tireless enthusiasm for community projects and charity work. His work included setting up many youth development schemes in the Penistone area. Following his sudden death in 2008, the Darryl Marshall Community Fund has been established by Penistone Round Table in recognition of his outstanding contribution to young people
What projects are we looking to fund?

The grants are intended to encourage and/or stimulate young people up to the age of 25 years of age, to make a positive contribution or difference by undertaking a project that will benefit their local community. The project activity must therefore have beneficiaries who live in Penistone or the surrounding area and be broadly led and run by local organisations, groups or individuals. 

When will the grants be allocated?

Grants will be approved on an annual basis and groups/individuals will be invited to make an application for funding in March each year. The closing date is the 31st March and the panel will meet during April to assess and award the grants.
Who and what can and cannot be funded
Organisations, groups and individuals do not necessarily have to be registered charities as the majority of grants will be single payments of between £100.00 and £1000.00.

What Happens When You Apply?

When we receive your application:

· We will check your application to ensure that it meets the eligibility criteria for the fund. If we have any queries we will contact you by telephone, email or in writing

· The panel may award you a grant dependent on certain conditions (conditional offer). In this case your grant will be sent to you once you have met/agreed to these conditions

If your application is successful:

· If your application is successful the panel will notify you within seven days of the Grant Panel meeting

· Your grant must be used for the sole purpose(s) as stated on the application form. If you need to make any changes to the activity or budget, you must contact Penistone Round Table. If the change is not approved you must return the grant to Penistone Round Table

· Any assets bought with the grant funding cannot be sold, disposed of or given away to any other group or individual without prior approval from Penistone Round Table

· The grant recipient(s) accept liability relating to the project it undertakes and releases Penistone Round Table from all any and all liability

· You or your group will receive a monitoring form which must be returned within eight weeks after the completion of your project. This could be either eight weeks after the grant is spent or eight weeks after the activity ends. If this form is not completed satisfactorily, you or your group will not be eligible for further grants from the scheme

· You or your group may be contacted, once a grant has been awarded, to arrange a visit to evaluate and audit your spending of the grant

· You or your group will be expected to include the scheme in any publicity that you arrange
If your application is unsuccessful:

· If your application is unsuccessful the panel will notify you within seven days of the Grant Panel meeting
· Appeals against a decision will not be accepted; however groups will have the opportunity to re-submit the application for funding if they supply additional information that may affect the panel’s decision. Re-submissions must be made within seven days from receiving notification of the panel’s decision. 

· Groups intending to resubmit applications must inform the Grant Panel within 24 hours of the unsuccessful notification being given

Monitoring of the project
You may be required to provide the following during the course of or at the end of your grant period / activity:

· Evidence of expenditure e.g. receipts

· Requested monitoring information
You will be required to submit a monitoring report which will be checked against the information you provided in the application form, so it is vital that you provide accurate information. The grant must be spent by the 31 December in the year of allocation.
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
